
Directions To Disney’s Grand Floridian Resort & Spa  
 
 

From the Orlando Airport:   
Take the South exit (Route 417 South or the Greenway).  This is a toll road.  Take Exit #3 
and turn Right at the end of the exit ramp.   
Follow this road leading directly into Disney Property.   
Proceed through the Disney Welcome Archway and follow the signs for the Magic 
Kingdom resorts.   
Once at the Magic Kingdom Toll Plaza, you will need to be in the right hand lane to go to 
the resorts instead of the Magic Kingdom Parking Lot.   
Follow the green line painted on the pavement to the first traffic light.   
At the light, make a left hand turn and travel approximately ½ mile, just past the 
Polynesian Resort, where you will follow the road around to the right.  
Approximately ½ mile on the right will be Disney’s Grand Floridian Resort & Spa. 
  
 
From Downtown Orlando:   
Take I-4 Westbound to exit 64B (Magic Kingdom).  
Proceed through the Disney Welcome Archway and follow the signs for the Magic 
Kingdom resorts.   
Once at the Magic Kingdom Toll Plaza, you will need to be in the right hand lane to go to 
the resorts instead of the Magic Kingdom Parking Lot.   
Follow the green line painted on the pavement to the first traffic light.   
At the light, make a left hand turn and travel approximately ½ mile, just past the 
Polynesian Resort, where you will follow the road around to the right.  
Approximately ½ mile on the right will be Disney’s Grand Floridian Resort & Spa. 
 
  
 
From Tampa Area:   
Take I-4 Eastbound to exit 64B (Magic Kingdom). Proceed through the Disney Welcome 
Archway and follow the signs for the Magic Kingdom resorts.   
Once at the Magic Kingdom Toll Plaza, you will need to be in the right hand lane to go to 
the resorts instead of the Magic Kingdom Parking Lot.  
Follow the green line painted on the pavement to the first traffic light.   
At the light, make a left hand turn and travel approximately ½ mile, just past the 
Polynesian Resort, where you will follow the road around to the right.
